  THEREõS GOOD FISHING YEAR 

ROUND. The grouper are in the Gulf 

all year, but in March and April, the 

large males migrate in closer to shore 

for breeding. They are sometimes 

caught this time of year as close in as 

six or seven miles, in water as shallow 

as twenty feet. Later in the summer they 

can be found between twenty -five and 

thirty miles offshore in water up to eighty 

to 100 feet deep.  

 

Thereõs Flounder, Spotted Sea Trout and 

Red Drum to be had as well. Catch your 

limit of fresh water fishéLargemouth Bass, 

Yellow Bullhead Catfish, Black Crappie,
